Sahip oldugu jeolojik miras ile uluslararasi diizeyde énem tastyan Kula bolgesi, UNESCO
tarafindan tescillenen Tiirkiye’nin ilk ve tek jeoparki olan Kula-Salihli UNESCO Kiiresel
Jeoparki’na ev sahipligi yapmaktadir. Bu jeopark sahasi, yalnizca bir jeolojik miras1 degil
ayni zamanda dogal, tarihi ve kiiltiirel pek ¢ok unsuru da barindirmakta ve hem bilimsel
hem de turistik etkinlik ve ziyaretler i¢in egsiz olanaklar sunmaktadir. Bu ¢aligma, bahsi
gecen volkanik sahanin civarinda agilmasi planlanan pomza ocaklari ve pomza maden
isletmeciliginin gevreye ve turizme olasi etkilerini tartigmaktadir. Bu kapsamda yapilan
alanyazin taramasi ve gozleme dayali saha incelemelerine gore agilmak istenen poligonlarin
jeopark sahasi i¢inde olmasinin dogal ve sosyokiiltiirel ¢evre ile turizm agisindan ses ve
goriinti kirliligi, toz dagilimi, atik olusumu ve trafik sikisiklig1 gibi olumsuz faktorlere yol
acarak risk yaratacag diistiniilmektedir. O nedenle madencilik yapilacak sahalarn titizlikle
belirlenmesi, kaynaklarin korunmasma ve siirdiiriilebilir kullanimina son derece 6zen
gosterilmesi Onerilmektedir.
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Kula region, which is of international significance with its geological heritage, is home to
the Kula-Salihli UNESCO Global Geopark, which is Turkey's first and only geopark
registered by UNESCO. This geopark site contains not only a geological heritage, but also
many natural, historical and cultural elements and offers unique opportunities for both
scientific and tourism activities and visitors. This study discusses the possible effects of
pumice mines and mining operations planned to be opened around the aforementioned
volcanic field on the environment and tourism. Depending on the literature review and field
studies based on observations, polygons to be opened within the geopark area are thought
to create risks by causing negative factors such as sound and visual pollution, dust
distribution, waste generation, and traffic jam in terms of natural and socio-cultural
environment and tourism. Therefore, it is recommended to meticulously determine the
areas where mining will be done and to pay great attention to the protection and sustainable
use of resources.
