This article aims to measure the level of tourism undergraduates' 2 1st-century learner skills usage

undergraduates from four different departments completed the research questionnaire. According
Keywords to research findings, tourism undergraduates use 2lst-century learner skills and four sub-

dimensions (cognitive, collaboration, autonomous and flexibility and innovative skills) above
midlevel. It was also found that tourism undergraduates’ usage of 21st-century learner skills
skills significantly differed based on the department variable; however, it did not differ based on the
gender variable. In addition to these, tourism guidance undergraduates’ 21st-century learner skills

. usage significantly differed from that of gastronomy undergraduates in the “General 21st-century
Curriculum learner skills usage”, factors of “Cognitive Skills” and “Innovative Skills”. However, they were

Skills”.
