radon terapi ve termal kaynakli magaralar olarak siniflandirilabilmektedir. Bu kapsamda,
calismanin amaci Tiirkiye’deki magaralarin saglik turizmi kapsaminda kullanim amacina
gore incelenmesidir. Arastirmada nitel aragtirma tekniklerinden dokiiman analizi yontemi
Saglik turizmi kullanilmistir. Bu kapsamda ilk olarak resmi web sayfalari incelenmis ardindan yine illerle
ilgili olarak farkli web sayfalarindaki bilgiler toplanmistir. Ayrica ikincil veri
kaynaklarindan faydalanilarak magaralar hakkindaki bilgiler incelenmistir. Calismada elde
Magara turizmi edilen veriler dogrultusunda 17 magaranin saglik turizmi kapsaminda kullanilabildigi tespit
edilmistir. Bu magaralardan 11 tanesi turizme agik magara iken, 6 tanesi turizme agik
degildir. Tiirkiye’de saglik turizmi kapsaminda ele alinabilecek en 6nemli magara Damlatas
Magarasi’dir. Bunun yaninda Cankir1 ve Igdir’da bulunan tuz magaralar da saglik turizmi
kapsaminda 6nemli magaralar olarak degerlendirilebilmektedir.
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Health tourism Turkey is a country rich in caves. These caves are used for different purposes such as
scientific, aesthetic, cultural, health, sports and adventure. Caves used for health purposes
vary according to the atmospheric features and salt therapy, radon therapy and thermal
Cave tourism springs can be classified as caves. In this context, it can be classified as spelotherapy, radon
therapy and thermal spring caves. In this context, the aim of the study is to examine the
caves in Turkey according to their intended use within the scope of health tourism. In the
e research, document analysis method, one of the qualitative research techniques, was used.
Makalenin Turd In this context, firstly, the official web pages were examined, and then the information on
Arastirma Makalesi the different web pages about the provinces was collected. In addition, information about
the caves was examined by making use of secondary data sources. Within the scope of the
study, it has been determined that 17 caves can be used within the scope of health tourism.
While 11 of these caves are open to tourism, 6 of them are not open to tourism. The most
important cave that can be considered within the scope of health tourism in Turkey is
Damlatag Cave. In addition, the salt caves in Cankirt and Igdir can be considered as
important caves within the scope of health tourism.
