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Bu aragtirmada Tiirkiye’yi ziyaret eden turistlerin demografik 6zellikleriyle ¢ekici seyahat
motivasyon faktorleri arasindaki anlamli farklilik incelenmektedir. Arastirma kapsaminda
Tiirkiye’ye Haziran 2021-Eyliil 2021 tarihleri arasinda yurtdisindan seyahat eden turistler
evreni olusturmaktadir. Evrenin tamamina zaman, maliyet ve ziyaretgilerin tamamina
ulagilmas1 bakimindan miimkiin olmadig1r i¢in Orneklem alma yoluna gidilmistir.
Arastirmada toplamda 234 turiste kolayda 6rneklem metodu kullanilarak anket formu
doldurtulmustur. Aragtirmada ¢ekici seyahat motivasyon dlgegi kullanilmis olup, 6lgek;
kiiltiirel miras, etkinlik & festivaller ve dogal miras olmak iizere ii¢ alt faktdr olarak
incelenmistir. Veri analizi siirecinde veriler normal dagilim gdsterdigi i¢in bagimsiz
orneklemler igin t testi ve tek yonlii varyans (Anova) analizi kullanilmigtir. Arastirma
sonuglarina gore turistlerin cinsiyetleri ile ¢ekici seyahat motivasyonu faktdrleri arasinda
anlamli bir farklilik bulunamazken, medeni durumlari ile arasinda anlamli bir farklilik tespit
edilmistir. Evlilerin ¢ekici seyahat motivasyonlar1 bekarlardan daha yiiksek ¢ikmustir.
Ayrica turistlerden 65 yas ve lizerinde olanlarin diger yas gruplarindan motivasyonlari daha
disiik ¢ikmistir. Turistlerden gelir algisi ¢ok diigiik olanlarin gelir algis1 orta ve ¢ok yiiksek
olanlardan g¢ekici seyahat motivasyonlart daha diisiikk ¢ikmistir. Ancak turistlerin egitim
diizeyleri ile ¢ekici seyahat motivasyon faktorleri arasinda istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir
farkliliga rastlanilmamustir.
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In this study, the significant difference between the demographic characteristics of tourists
visiting Turkey and their pull travel motivation factors is examined. Within the scope of
the research, tourists traveling to Turkey from abroad between June 2021 and September
2021 constitute the population. Since it was not possible to reach the entire population in
terms of time, cost and visitors, sampling was preferred. In the study, a total of 234 tourists
were asked to fill out a questionnaire form using the convenience sampling method. The
pull travel motivation scale was used in the research. cultural heritage, events & festivals
and natural heritage were examined as three sub-factors. Since the data showed normal
distribution during the data analysis process, independent-samples t-test and one-way
Anova analysis were used. According to the results of the research, while there was no
significant difference between the gender of the tourists and the pull travel motivation
factors, a significant difference was found between scales and tourists’ marital status. The
pull travel motivations of married people were higher than singles. In addition, the
motivation of tourists aged 65 and over was lower than other age groups. Those with a very
low-income perception from tourists have lower pull travel motivations than those with a
medium and very high-income perception. However, no statistically significant difference
was found between the education of the tourists and the pull travel motivation factors.
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
