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Cok boyutlu bir yapiya sahip olan unutulmaz gastronomik deneyimlerin (UGD) nasil
Ol¢iilmesi gerektigine dair alanyazinda farkli goriisler bulunmaktadir. En biiyiik goriis
ayriligi olumsuz deneyimlerin UGD o6l¢eginin bir pargasi olup olmamasi gerektigine
yoneliktir. Bu ¢alismada UGD’yi 6lgmek i¢in Adongo, Anuga & Dayour (2015) tarafindan
gelistirilen ve olumsuz deneyimleri de kapsayan gilincel bir &lgek olan unutulmaz
gastronomik deneyimler oOlgeginin gegerli ve giivenilir bir olgek olup olmadigi
dogrulanmas: ve olumsuz deneyimler boyutunun UGD’nin bir pargasi olup olmadiginin
tespit edilmesi amaglanmustir. Bu amagla dort farkli milletten Izmir ilini ziyaret eden 517
turist izerinde gergeklestirilen anket ¢aligmasi ile veriler toplanmis olup goriiniis ve kapsam
gegerliligi, yapr gecerliligi, ayit edici gegerlilik, tahmin gegerliligi ve giivenilirligi test
edilmistir. Tahmin gegerliligi alanyazinda en sik kullanilan degiskenler olan destinasyon
memnuniyeti ve davranigsal niyetler ile iliskilendirilerek test edilmistir. Arastirma
sonucunda olumsuz deneyimlerin UGD o6l¢eginin bir alt boyutu olarak ele alinmamasi ve
olumsuz gastronomik deneyimlerin genel destinasyon memnuniyetini olumsuz etkileyen
bagimsiz bir degisken olarak ele alinmasi gerektigi tespit edilmistir.

There are different views in the literature on how memorable gastronomic experiences
(MGE), which has a multidimensional structure, should be measured. The biggest
disagreement is over whether adverse experiences should be part of the MGE scale. In this
study, we aimed to verify whether the memorable gastronomic experiences scale, which is
one of the most recent scales that includes adverse experiences and developed by Adongo,
Anuga & Dayour (2015) to measure MGE, is a valid and reliable scale and to determine
whether the adverse experiences dimension should be a part of MGE. For this purpose, data
were collected through surveys conducted on 517 tourists from four different nationalities
who visited I1zmir, and face and content validity, construct validity, discriminant validity,
predictive validity and reliability of the scale items were tested. The predictive validity was
tested by associating with the most frequently used variables in the literature, destination
satisfaction and behavioral intentions. As a result, it has been determined that adverse
experiences should not be considered as a sub-dimension of the MGE scale and that adverse
gastronomic experiences should be considered as an independent variable that negatively
affects overall destination satisfaction.
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
