dergilerin Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI) atif dizinindeki makaleleri bibliyometrik
acidan incelenmistir. Ayrica makalelerin zaman igerisindeki gelisimlerinin ortaya
konulmasi amaglanmistir. Arastirmada bibliyometrik analiz yapilirken toplam 500 makale
incelenmistir. Aragtirma literatiirii  dikkate alinarak belirli inceleme kriterleri
olusturulmustur. Bu kriterler makale yazar sayisi, sayfa sayisi, bibliyografya sayisi, yayin
Bibliyometrik analiz stiresi, konu, yontem, analiz tiirQi, turizm tiirii, mense iilke ve ilgili sektorleri icermektedir.

Bu baglamda, makaleler diisiikk bir oranda (%17,0) tek yazarlidir. Aragtirmalarin (%71,8)
SsCl 6nemli bir kisminin 10-19 sayfa araliginda yazildig: goriilmektedir. Arastirmalarda nicel
yontem agirlikta olup faktér analizi daha ¢ok tercih edilmistir. Arastirma konular
destinasyon ve ekonomi agirlikli olmakla birlikte insan kaynaklar1 konusu daha az tercih
edilmistir. Arastirmalarin toplamda 58 farkli tilkede yapildig: goriilmektedir. Bu iilkelerden
Cin (%16,8), ABD (%14,6) ve Ispanya (%8,8) ilk ii¢ siray1 almaktadur.

Tourism It is known that the number of researches conducted in the field of tourism fed from different
disciplines is quite high. In addition, there are many studies in which these studies are
associated together. In this study, articles in the international journals published in the field
of tourism, especially in the Social Sciences Citation Index (SSCI) citation index, were
examined bibliometrically. It is also aimed to reveal the development of the articles over
time. In the research, while making bibliometric analysis, a total of 500 articles were
examined. Certain criteria have been established by taking into consideration the research
literature. These criteria include articles number of author, number of pages, humber of
bibliography, publication time, subject, method, analysis type, tourism type, country of
origin and related sectors. In this context, the articles are only one author (17.0%) at a low
Arastrma Makalesi rate. It is seen that a significant part of the researches (71.8%) is written in the range of 10-
19 pages. In the studies, quantitative method is dominant and factor analysis is preferred
more. It is seen that the researches are carried out in 58 different countries in total. Of these
countries, China (16.8%), USA (14.6%) and Spain (8.8%) take the first three places.
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
