Turizm gideri, ikameti {ilke i¢i olup yurt disina seyahat amach giden Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti
vatandaglarinin tatil siiresince gerceklestirdikleri harcamalar ifade etmektedir. Yillar igerisinde
stirekli bir artis trendine sahip olan turizm gideri, turizm geliri kavrami kadar 6nem arz eden bir
unsurdur. Net turizm gelirinin hesaplanmasinda periyod igerisinde elde edilen turizm gelirinden
turizm giderinin ¢ikarilmasi ile net turizm geliri ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Genellikle akademik
caligsmalar turizm geliri tizerine odaklanmig durumdadir. Ancak tilkenin elde ettigi turizm geliri
kadar turizm gideri de arastirilmasi gereken bir konudur. Bu amagla bu ¢alismada turizm gideri
konusu ele alinmis, doviz kurlari ile turizm gideri arasinda nedensellik iligkisi aragtirilmistir. Bu
amag dogrultusunda ilk olarak, verilerin duraganligin1 degerlendirmek amaciyla ADF birim kok
testi uygulanmig ve ardindan bir VAR modeli olusturularak Granger nedensellik analizi
gerceklestirilmistir. Caligmanin sonucunda, turizm giderleri ile doviz kurlar1 (EURO ve USD)
arasinda, doviz kurlar ile de turizm giderleri arasinda Granger nedensellik iligkisi tespit
edilememistir. Bagka bir ifade ile ‘doviz kurlarinda meydana gelen degisim, yurt disina ¢ikan
vatandaglarin yapmig oldugu harcamalarin nedeni degildir’ sonucuna ulasilmaktadir. Ayni
sekilde aragtirma sonuglari, turizm giderlerinden ddviz kurlarina olan bir nedensellik olmadigin
da gostermektedir. Bununla birlikte, USD ile toplam ¢ikis yapan vatandas sayisi arasinda
karsilikli olarak bir nedensellik iliskisi tespit edilememigken, EURO para birimi ile yurtdigina
¢ikis yapan vatandas sayisi arasinda karsilikli bir Granger nedensellik iliskisi saptanmustir.
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Tourism expenditure refers to the expenses incurred by Turkish Republic citizens residing
within the country but traveling abroad for tourism purposes during their vacation. With a
continuously increasing trend over the years, tourism expenditure is as crucial as the concept of
tourism revenue. Calculating net tourism revenue involves subtracting tourism expenditure from
the tourism revenue generated during a specific period. Academic studies generally focus on
tourism revenue, but investigating tourism expenditure is equally important. To this end, this
study addresses the topic of tourism expenditure and explores the causality relationship between
exchange rates and tourism expenditure. In pursuit of this objective, the stationarity of the data
is tested using the Augmented Dickey-Fuller (ADF) unit root test. Subsequently, a Vector
Autoregressive (VAR) model is constructed, and Granger causality analysis is conducted. The
results of the study indicate that there is no Granger causality relationship between tourism
expenditures and exchange rates (EURO and USD), as well as between exchange rates and
tourism expenditures. In other words, the changes in exchange rates are not the cause of the
expenditures made by citizens traveling abroad. Similarly, the research results also demonstrate
that there is no causality from tourism expenditures to exchange rates. However, while no
mutual causality relationship is found between USD and the total number of citizens departing
the country, a mutual causality relationship is identified between the Euro currency and the
number of citizens traveling abroad.
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
