Turizm en temel insan haklarindan biri olan seyahat 6zgiirliigli temeline dayanan bir
aktivitedir. Ancak dogustan ya da sonradan ortaya ¢ikan engel durumundan dolay1 birgok
insan turizm faaliyetlerine katilmamaktadir. Oysa turizm sektoril i¢in yeni ve potansiyeli
yiiksek bir pazar olan “engelli turizmine” katilim ABD’de ve Avrupa iilkelerinde ciddi
rakamlara ulagmaktadir. 2012 yili itibariyle diinya engelli turizmi pazart 150 milyar
Euro’ya ulagsmistir. Oysa 2016 turizm geliri 34 milyar dolar civarinda bulunan Tiirkiye’ nin
engelli turizm pazarina girmesi ve bu sayede hem turizm cesitliligini arttirmasit hem de
toplam turizm gelirlerini yiikseltebilmesi i¢i 6ncelikle pazari tanimasi ve pazarin sorunlari
hakkinda bilgi sahi olmasi gerekmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, dncelikle turizm yatirimcilari i¢in
engelli turizmi pazar1 hakkinda farkindalik diizeylerinin arttirilmasini hedeflemektedir.
Literatiir taramasi ve istatistiki veri derlemesi ile desteklenen ¢aligma, diinyada ve
Tiirkiye’de engelli turizmine yonelik olarak yapilan saha arastirmalara ve ulastiklari
sonuglara yer vererek diinyada ve Tiirkiye’de engelli turizminin mevcut durumunu tespit
etmeyi amaglamaktadir.
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Tourism is an activitiy, based on freedom of travel which is one of the basic human
rights. But, many people cannot participate in tourism activities due to their inherent
disabilities or the handicaps came up later. However, participation in "disabled tourism" -
a new and potentially high market for the tourism sector- is reaching serious figures in the
US and European countries. Unfortunately, Turkey, which has a tourism income of
around $34 billion in 2016, has almost no share in “disabled tourism” sector. Primarily, it
is necessary for Turkey to have knowledge about the market and its problems in order to
enter in “disabled toursim” sector and in this regard, increase both tourism diversity and
increase total tourism income. The study, supported by literature review and statistical
data collection, aims to determine the present situation of disabled tourism in Turkey by
including the disabled tourism field researches and their conclusions in the World and
Turkey.
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
