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Ikinci Diinya Savasi’na kadar gelismis iilkelerin sorunlarina déniik ¢oziim dnerileri iiretilirken,
savag sonrast donemde az gelismis iilkelerin problemlerine odaklanilmigtir. Kalkinma
kuramlarinin ortaya ¢ikisi, savag sonrast bagimsizligini yeni kazanan iilkelerin sahip olduklar
dogal kaynaklar gelistirmek i¢in ekonomistlerden almis olduklar: tavsiyelere dayanmaktadir.
Dogal kaynak temelli olan turizm, Ikinci Diinya Savasi’ndan giiniimiize, kalkinma kuramlari ile
benzer zamanlarda degisiklik gostermis ve benzer odak noktalarina sahip olmustur. Literatiir
incelendiginde, kalkinma ve turizmin es zamanli doniisiimlerden gectigi ancak, kalkinma ve
turizm arasindaki iligkinin, turizmin ekonomiye olan etkileri agisindan incelendigi, kalkinma
kuramlarindaki teorik yapilarla ilgili ¢alismalarin ise smirlt oldugu goriilmiistiir. Kalkinma
kuramlari, kalkinma plan ve stratejilerine temel olusturan, genis kapsamli felsefe olarak
tanimlanmaktadir. Gelismekte olan iilkeler i¢in kalkinma stratejisi olarak kullanilan turizm,
kalkinma kuramlarindan etkilenen ve bu kuramlarin bakis agilar ile sekillenen bir alandir.
Dolayisiyla kalkinma kuramlarinin anlagilmasi, turizmin gelisim siirecinin anlasilmasi agisindan
onemlidir. Bu nedenle ¢aligmanin konusu kalkinma kuramlarinin, gelisim siirecinde turizm
uygulamalarini nasil sekillendirdiginin degerlendirilmesi olarak belirlenmis ve bu amagla ilgili
literatiir taranmasina dayali bir caligma gergeklestirilmistir. Calisma sonucunda; basarili bir
turizm gelisim siirecinde, batida iretilen, biliyiime merkezli ve iilke dinamiklerini dikkate
almayan uygulamalarin turizmden beklenen fayday: saglayamadig: sdylenebilir.
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Until World War 11, solution proposals were oriented towards the problems of developed
countries, whereas after World War 11, the problems of less developed countries have
become the focus. The emergence of development theories is based on the advices that the
countries which became independent following the war took from economists in order to
develop their natural resources. Natural resource based tourism has shown change in
coincidence and have shared similar focal points with development theories. Despite their
concurrent transformations, the relationship between development and tourism is studied
in the body of literature mostly in terms of the economic impacts of tourism. Development
theories are defined as comprehensive philosophies that form a basis for development plans
and strategies. Tourism, which is used as a development strategy for developing countries,
is a field that utilizes and benefits from development theories; because of this, it is important
that the development theories are understood for a better understanding of tourism
development. Therefore, the subject of this study is specified as the examination of
tourism’s development process in light of development theories and with this in mind, a
conceptual study is conducted based on reviewing the relevant body of literature.
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
