Bu caligma yerel halkin kitle turizminin etkilerine yonelik algilarinin belirlenmesi suretiyle
kitle turizmi ve neo-kolonyalizm iligkisini ortaya koymak amaciyla yapilmistir. Bu
kapsamda yerel halkin kitle turizminin g¢evresel, ekonomik, sosyal ve kiiltiirel etkilerine
yonelik algilarinin ve toplum katilimi diizeyine iligskin diistincelerinin kitle turizminin
toplam (genel) etkisine yonelik algilarini etkileyecegine iliskin bir arastirma modeli
Onerilmistir. Ayrica modelde kitle turizminin toplam (genel) etkisine yonelik algilarmn kitle
turizminin neo-kolonyalizm araci olarak kullanimina iligkin yerel halkin diisiincelerini
etkileyecegi Onerilmistir. Arastirmanin amacini gergeklestirmek i¢in alanyazin taramasi
sonucunda gelistirilen anket 2018 y1l1 Agustos ayinda Bodrum ilgesinde yasayan yerel halka
uygulanmis ve 873 anket degerlendirmeye tabi tutulmustur. Arastirma modeli regresyon
analizi ile test edilmistir. Arastirma sonuglarina gore yerel halkin kitle turizminin gevresel,
sosyal ve kiiltiirel etkisine iliskin algilari, toplam (genel) etkisine yonelik algilarini, toplam
(genel) etkiye iliskin algilari ise neo-kolonyalist etkisine yonelik diisiincelerini pozitif yonde
ve anlamli bir sekilde etkilemektedir. Yerel halkin kitle turizminin ekonomik etkilerine olan
olumlu bakisina ragmen &zellikle kitle turizminin dogal, sosyal ve kiiltiirel ¢cevre iizerindeki
olumsuz etkilerinden dolay1 genel itibariyle kitle turizminin etkilerine yonelik algisi
olumsuzdur.
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This study was conducted to reveal the relationship between mass tourism and neo-
colonialism through the perceptions of local people about the effects of mass tourism.
According to the proposed research model, the perceptions of local people about the
environmental, economic, social and cultural effects of mass tourism and the level of
community participation will shape the overall impact. In addition, perceptions of the
overall impact of mass tourism will influence local people’s views on the use of mass
tourism as a means of neo-colonialism. In order to achieve the aim of the research, the
questionnaire which was developed as a result of the literature review was applied in
August 2018 to the local people living in Bodrum District and 873 questionnaires were
evaluated. The research model was tested with regression analysis. According to the results
of the research, environmental, social and cultural impacts affect the overall impact
positively and significantly. Likewise, overall impact affects the neo-colonial effect
positively and significantly. Although the local people have a positive view on the
economic effects of mass tourism, they have a negative view especially on the
envionmental, social and cultural effects of mass tourism. Because of this negative outlook,
the perceptions about the overall impact of mass tourism are negative.
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
